	Description of activity:
	At the beginning of the lesson, we will briefly explain the roles of Curative waters abound in Slovakia: water heavy in therapeutic minerals, thermal springs and delicious mountain sources.

The lecture will be conducted in English and we assume that the topic is appropriately designed for students who speak English. We can also provide a Slovak version of the text for Slovak language holders. We can encourage students to talk about Slovak national identity and Slovak spas.
